Today we have many choices — light is not only
useful for keeping us from bumping into the walls! It
can be categorized into four types:

* Ambient lighting; (or general lighting)
* Accent lighting

* Task lighting

* Decorative lighting

Ambient lighting is typically seen as the starting
point for a room. It's the foundation for what design-
ers, engineers and contractors use to start looking at
the best way to light a space.

Accent lighting; used to tell a story of the room
being lit. Accent directional light aimed at an object or
feature in a space. It's a way to make something stand
out in the space, to create a visual separation.
Flood lights, spot lights, track lights, and even some
sconces do a good job at this. Framing a fireplace
mantle with a sconce at each side can draw the eye to
the location.

Task lighting; directs light just
where you need it. Desk lamps,
ceiling pendant fixtures, and
appliance  lights all  good
examples of task fixtures. Task
fixtures accomplish there job
without wasting energy trying
to illuminate the entire space to
the higher desired light level.

Decorative light fixtures; Chandeliers, light strips,
sconces and even candles are all examples of light
fixtures the draw attention to themselves and add
character to the room being lit.
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
